Al forty-five minutes past ten on Thursday,
by London time, Charles Louis Napoleon
Bonaparte, ex-Emperer of the French, died
at hisre Camden -House, Uhiselhnrst.

Charles Louis N#poleon Bonaparte was the
thin‘l‘(so: o!Ellnrlens.s’ Bu;‘\‘hlr%ul;, th;d:wzh-
ter of the Empress Josephine by her first hus-
band. Hortense had been f , In 1802, to
marry Louis ;Bonaparte, the third brother
of tne great Napoleon. This was brought
about by the ambision of Josephine and the
Inﬂr|xlbe will nlcuNl lgm‘hlllhough bot:l

The eldest son of Louis and Hortense, Na-
voleon Charles by name, died at La Haye, in
May, 1807; thesecond, Napoleon Louis, died
suddenly at Forlholn taly, in 1831, Charles
Louis Napol naparte—s ime known
as Napoleon Ill—was persumably the third
